2. P2T2 is an OSD measure that includes all those “patients”, “prisoners”, “transients”, and  “trainees” that are not assignable to DoD Force Structure.  The majority of the Marines in P2T2 are trainees (21,503).

3. Strength Category Code (SCC) is the code, which are intended to describe the type or nature of an individual’s service within a unit.

4. Medical / Admin / Pregnancy Non-Deployable Marines are defined by their Duty Limitation Code (DLC).  The DLC places restrictions to combat or other types of duty for individuals.  

5. Remaining non-deployable Marines are defined by their Duty Status Code (DSC).  The DSC is the current duty status of individual Marines.

6. Marines may be non-deployable for a variety of reasons and may be assigned multiple codes within the Marine Corps Total Force Structure system (MCTFS).
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
