Fact Sheet

· In 2001, DoD submitted a report to Congress on the Former Spouses Protection Act (FSPA).  Included in the report were specific recommendations for changes to improve the FSPA.

· In 2002, DoD submitted 13 specific legislative items for consideration in the FY2003 Omnibus.  Congress did not enact any of these proposals.

· DoD submitted a proposal every year since the 2001, including the current legislative cycle, to prohibit court ordered payment of military retired pay prior to actual retirement.  Congress has not included this provision in any of its enacted legislation.

· In 2004, the DoD submitted a views report to Congress on HR 1111.  DoD supported several sections of HR 1111 consistent with its 2001 report to Congress.

· At SECDEF's June 29, 2005 town hall meeting LTC Larrabee addressed the FSPA.  LTC Larrabee divorced in one of eight states that allow a former spouse to receive their court awarded share of retired pay upon eligibility for retirement instead of actual retirement.  

· LTC Larrabee has met with several members of the OSD staff to identify her views on the FSPA.  LTC Larrabee's position is the repeal of the FSPA.
