A. Mssion Description and Budget Item Justification: The Defense Technical Information Services Program El enent

provi des resources for the Defense Technical Information Center (DTIC) and the DoD Information Analysis Centers (I|ACs).
DTIC s mission and function is to provide for the centralized operation of DoD Services for the acquisition, storage,
retrieval, and dissem nation of Scientific and Technical Information (STl), including data which is restricted,
controll ed and/or classified. DTIC also functions as the central activity within the DoD for exploring and applying
advanced techni ques and technol ogy to DoD STl systens and for devel opi ng i nprovenents in service and STl transfer

ef fecti veness. The purpose of the programis to permt tinmely and effective exchange of information, to inprove
research, to avoid unnecessary duplication of effort and resources, and to inprove decision making. DTIC s concept of
operations is to function as the front door to DoD unclassified and unlimted informati on resources for custoners
internal and external to DoD; as the door to controlled information resources for internal DoD use; and as a repository
and processor for STl and one-stop shopping. The military, universities, managers, scientists, engineers, and
contractors look to DTIC for |leadership in the advancenent of information access, sharing and know edge managenent .

The 1 ACs are contractor-operated research organizations chartered by OSD to coll ect, analyze, synthesize and di ssem nate
wor | dwi de scientific and technical information in specialized fields to prevent re-inventing research and to pronote
standardi zati on within these fields. The Program Managenent O fice provi des managenent and oversight of the 13 DTIC
funded 1ACs. DTIC currently serves information fromits collection to 5000 regi stered organi zations |located in the U S.
and overseas. |In addition, DTIC operates 100 websites (e.g. Honepages and associ ated web pages) for itself and ot her
organi zations with an average of 30,000,000 accesses per nonth in FY 99. The Program El enent is under Budget Activity 6,
RDT&E Management Support, which provides for the support of operations required for general research and devel opnent and
not allocable to specific nissions.
