The FAA/Air Force Radar Replacement
(FARR) program replaces 39 existing JSS radars and 1 log set radar with solid-state, three-dimensional Air Route Surveillance Radar (ARSR)-4 radars to improve
mission performance and reduce operation and maintenance costs. The ARSR-4 radars provide three-dimensional (range, azimuth, and height) digital data on aircraft
targets within a 200+ nautical mile radius.
