JOINT FORCES INVOLVED IN THE USE OF AIRSPACE OVER THE COMBAT ZONE. 

THIS AIRSPACE CONTROL IS IN THE VARIOUS OPERATING ENVIRONMENTS THAT

MIGHT CONSTITUTE THE COMBAT ZONE-FOREIGN CONTINENT, HIGH SEAS,

AMPHIBIOUS OBJECTIVE AREA, LITTORAL, OR THE NORTH AMERICAN CONTINENT

OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES.  THE COMBAT ZONE DESCRIBED IN THIS

PUBLICATION APPLIES TO THE BROADEST INTERPRETATION OF AREAS WHERE

COMBAT FORCES ARE REQUIRED TO CONDUCT OPERATIONS, INCLUDING MILITARY

OPERATIONS OTHER THAN WAR.  AIRSPACE CONTROL IN THE COMBAT ZONE

INTEGRATES TRANSITIONS FROM NONCOMBAT AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL.
