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Welcome to the Worldwide Joint Training and Scheduling Conference being conducted at the Crowne Plaza Hotel in Colorado Springs, CO.  This information booklet is provided, for your convenience, to assist you during the Conference.  The Joint Staff J-7 team and the Crowne Plaza hotel staff stand ready to support your needs.  Additional information on local area attractions and restaurants can be obtained at the Hotel Concierge Desk and at the web links on page 1 of this booklet.  The Joint Staff operated Administration/Operations Center is prepared to assist with any of your conference related concerns and issues (see page 5).  We hope your stay in Colorado Springs and your participation in the WJTSC is productive, rewarding and enjoyable.
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General Information


The Crowne Plaza Hotel is located at 2886 South Circle Drive, Colorado Springs, CO 80906.  Personnel arriving by commercial air landing at the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport can take the free shuttle service (every 30 minutes on the hour/half hour) from the airport to the hotel; there is a courtesy telephone opposite the Information booth, near the baggage claim area that can be used to call the hotel.  All personnel attending the WJTSC are encouraged to stay at the Crowne Plaza Hotel at the government per diem rate.  The hotel Registration Desk is open 24 hours a day, seven days a week; when you arrive at the Crowne Plaza Hotel, register with the hotel before in processing with the Joint Staff J-7. 

The WJTSC Registration/In Processing will be conducted starting on 28 March in the large Concourse Area vicinity of the Admin/Operations Support Room which is to the right of the Marketplace, Rick’s Bar and the main Lobby (see hotel diagram on page 8).  Upon arrival proceed to the Lobby and check-in first with the Hotel; then check-in with the Joint Staff/J-7 Registration/In Processing.  The WJTSC Registration Table schedule is on page 6.  Each WJTSC attendee will be provided with a copy of the WJTSC Agenda and other information and receive a WJTSC nametag at in-processing; WJTSC binders will only be provided to the Senior Representative from each command/organization attending the conference.  

There will be “Billboard” Maps and Signs located in the Concourse Area depicting the WJTSC rooms to assist you in getting around during your stay.  Wall signs will also be posted outside rooms being used for the WJTSC working groups, the general sessions, the Admin/Operations room, the Internet Café, the Training Classrooms, Meeting Rooms.  Information on WJTSC will also be on the Hotel internal network and TV Reader Boards.  
Smoking is restricted within the hotel.  Smoking areas are located outside the main entrance and in the center courtyard.

Crowne Plaza Hotel Facilities


During the conference the hotel will provide the following food and beverage venues for use by the WJTSC attendees:

a. Thibodeaux’s offers breakfast, lunch and dinner; the hours of operation will be 0600-2200 each day.  The Marketplace in the main lobby concourse area will have “Grab and Go” items and will also be open from 0600-2200. 
b. Thibodeaux’s provides breakfast and lunch buffets as well as full menus for those who choose not to eat the buffets. The Breakfast Buffets will be open 0600-1100 and costs  $10.95.
c. Thibodeaux’s also has a hot lunch Buffet for $13.00. The Lunch Buffet will be open 1100-1300.
d.  A light menu is available at Rick’s Bar in the evenings.
e. On 31 March there will be a No-Host Social from 1730-1930 with a complimentary Buffet and no-host liquid refreshments. 
f.  On 1 and 2 April, the hotel will provide complimentary continental breakfast in the vicinity of Ballroom One (Colorado Salons A-C).
There is an ATM located adjacent to the Front Desk.
Hertz Rental Cars is available in the lobby adjacent to the Front Desk for daily and weekly rentals.  Hours are Mon-Fri, 0730-1730 and Sat-Sun, 0930-1430.
Hotel Shuttle Service


The hotel provides complimentary shuttle service from the Airport to the hotel and return to the Airport from 0500-2200 daily.  A departure form is located at the Concierge Desk to arrange airport shuttle departure times.
Fitness Center and Swimming Pool


Fitness Center: The fitness center is located in the West Wing and will be open during the WJTSC 24 hours each day.  The Fitness Center also provides a Guest laundry service.  You will need your room key to enter the fitness center. The hotel has also made arrangements with 24 Hour Fitness Center at 1892 Southgate Rd to provide free access to conference attendees.  Attendees who would like to use the 24 Hour Fitness facility merely tell the 24 Hour Fitness attendant that they are staying at the Crowne Plaza.
There is an indoor swimming pool and whirlpool located adjacent to the Atrium just to the left of the lobby. The swimming pool is open Mon-Sun from 0800-2200.

Appointments: The central phone number for appointments is 719-264-5000. 
Emergency Care: Patients requiring emergency care should be taken directly to the Emergency Room. Emergency services are available 24 hours a day. The telephone number is 719-526-7111. Patients are seen on a medical priority basis, based on the seriousness of the injury or illness, not necessarily in the order of arrival.

Those not eligible for treatment at a military facility should go to Memorial Hospital of Colorado Springs, located at 1400 E Boulder Street, Colorado Springs, telephone (719) 365-5000.
Arrival and Directions to Crowne Plaza Hotel


Arrival at Colorado Springs Municipal Airport:  The Crowne Plaza Hotel provides a shuttle service from the airport to the hotel.  A courtesy phone is located in the vicinity of the baggage claim area opposite the Information Desk.  A sign above the courtesy phone provides the number to call the hotel shuttle. The shuttle runs every thirty minutes on the hour and half hour. For your return from the hotel to the airport, you should coordinate your shuttle time with the hotel when you In Process on arrival.
If driving to the Crowne Plaza Hotel, depart the airport and drive west on Drennan Road/ Milton E. Proby Parkway for approximately 2.3 miles; then turn right onto Hancock Expressway, stay on Hancock for approximately 3.5 miles and take the ramp to the right and follows signs for SR-29 West/S. Circle Dr; turning right onto Union Blvd, then right onto S. Circle. You will travel less than a mile on S. Circle and make a right into the hotel access road and go to the rear parking lot, which is just past Janitell Road; if you go under I-25 and are on Lake Ave. you have gone too far. Joint Knowledge On-Line (JKO) Demonstrations.

The JKO system will be available for demonstrations in the concourse area outside Colorado Salons A&B from 0800-1200 and 1300-1700, 29 Mar – 1 Apr. 

Internet Cafe.
An Internet Café with 20 CAC enabled laptops and two B&W printer will be available where attendees can connect to the internet and access their NIPRNet email accounts. The internet café will also have 9 internet connections for attendees to hook up their own laptops as desired. There are two internet capable stations available on a first come-first served basis in the lobby near the front desk and in the hallway opposite the Pikes Peak Ballrooms; high speed internet access is also available ($9.95 daily /$44.95 weekly fee the hotel will charge on your hotel bill) in your room.  Wireless internet access is complimentary in the Lobby, Concourses, Thibodeaux’s, Market Place and Rick’s Bar. 
General Purpose Meeting Rooms.
There are two General Purpose Meeting Rooms available to all participants to conduct internal and/or Sidebar meetings.  A Sign-up Sheet will be maintained by JS/J-7 support personnel manning the Admin/Ops Room; any organization requiring a meeting room must go to the Admin/Ops Room to reserve a room.
WJTSC 10-1 Admin/Operations Room

The Admin/Operations Room will be located in the Offices located in the Concourse Area vicinity of the Foothills Room. The Admin/ Operations Room will be operational 1000-1730 on 28 March and 0700 -1800 during the period 29 March - 2 April.  Basic office supplies and administrative support are available, including three-hole punches.  Your command/ organization can also call the Admin/ Operations room to leave messages.  Messages will be posted to a bulletin board outside the entrance and you will be notified that you have a message.  Your command/ organization can leave electronic messages (email) by sending them to ecummings@camber.com.  For emergency only, after hours, your command/ organization should contact the Hotel Front Desk at CM: (719) 576-5900; the Front Desk will have room information for each attendee and will contact them or leave a Vmail on their room phone.

Proby Parkway for approximately 2.3 miles; then turn right onto Hancock Expressway, stay on Hancock for approximately 3.5 miles and take the ramp to the right and follows signs for SR-29 West/S.Circle Dr; turning right onto Union Blvd, then right onto S. Circle. You will travel less than a mile on S.
