a. O the 1,896 firsthand reports received since 1975, 1832 (97% reports are
resol ved
-- 1283 (68% reports were equated to Americans who are accounted for (i.e.
PWreturnees, missionaries, civilians jailed at various times for violation of Vietnanese
codes) .
-- 45 (3% reports were correlated to wartine sightings of mlitary personne
or pre-1975 sighting of civilians who remai n unaccounted for.

-- 504 (269 reports were determned to be fabrications.

b. The remaining 64 ( 3% unresolved firsthand reports represent the focus of
the U. S. Governnent analytical and collection efforts:

-- 56 (2.5% pertain to Arericans reported in a captive environnent.

-- 8 (.5% reported sightings of Arericans in a non-captive environnent
(i.e. working as truck drivers; married with Vietnanese famly)
