(1) This report covers the period frcm 1 February 1970 through 30 April
1970, and is submitied in accordance with AR 525415, USARV Regulation 525.1F,
and 17th Aviation Group (Combat) Regulation 525a15,

(2) Missiont To perform reconnaissance, surveillance and security for
Free World Forces in the IT Corps Tactical Zonee. To engage in combat as m
economy of force unit and provide limited anti=-tank defense. One or mors of
the units may be placed in sipport of a major ground unit.

(3) Organization Structure: The Headquartors, 7th Squadron, 17th Cavalry
is located 2 P I 65) , PLEIXU, Republic of Vietnam, and is
comcnded by Ydeuntenant Colenel Rudolph B. Do France. Troops A, B, and D are
colocated with Squadron Headquarters and Troop C is stationed at Comp RADCLIFF
(BRLT70L4BO) , AN KHE, Republic cf Vietnam. The Squadron has its full complement
of cavalry troops as pcr MTOE 17-95F.

(L) Tacticol Posture: Several changos in the tactical posture of the
Squedron occured during the reporting period.

Troocp B was deployed from 11 March 1970
to 27 Morch 1970 in support of ARVN forces in TUTEN DUC PROVINCE near DALAT and
retwrned or 29 March to Camp HOLLOWAY. Dwring the periocd from 13 March to 1-
April, the squrdron (=) moved from its old loecaticn at Camp ENARI (AR81235%),
IRAGON MOUNTAIN, Republic of Victnam to ite new location at Camp HOLLOWAY.

(2) Intolligence Summary for the squadron's tactlcal area of intcrost
is as followss

(a) KONTUM Provincet Enemy activity in KONTUM Province was indtinlly
characterizged by regular attacks by fire on ARVN bases. Eneny slcments eme
ployed 82um nortars, B-LO rockets, and 122mx rockots duwring stand-off attocks
on the DAK PEK CIDG Campe. Those stand=off attacks are a continuation of enemy
activity during the month of Jamary. On tho 26th of Februar,’, the 3=li2 ARVN
Rogiment received U} rounds of 82mm mortar fire, On the lst of March, the Thoth
RF Company received 10 rownds of 82mm mortar fire. On the 19th of March, the
233rd MSF Company received small arms and 1l rounds of 82mm mortar firc. The
1st of April produced 2 change in the cnemy activity in KONTUM Province. The
encmy continucd standwoff attacks against ARVN boses and also conductod stondectf
attacks 1n the PLEIKU area. Enemy ground attocks were conducted against the
DAK SEANG CIDG Carpe On the 7th of April, clements of the 28th NVA Reginent
end the LOth NVA Artillery Regiment began ground offonsive operations at the
DAK SEANG CIDG Cemp, 222 NVA were killeds, Statements from a POW indiceated
that DAK SEANG was going to be the center of the spring-fall campaigne The
POW 2lso reveak d that the 28th Regimont had three mancuver battalions and one
artillery bettalion in the DAK SEANG area. On the 8th of April, CIDG clemcnts
from DAK SBANG ongeged an NVA platoon, killing 8 NVA, The DAK SEANG CIDG Camp
recefived gtandecf? attocks from the 8th to the 11th of April, The enory ome
ployed 82mn mertars, 75mm recciless rifles, and BelO rockets during these
attacks. Tlie DAK PEK CIDG raeceived 80 rounds of 82mm mortar, 10 rounds of 122
rockets and 10 rownds of Omm rockets an the 12th of April. CS Agent was
enployed by the enemy during this attack. Sevoral ground probes from sn umknown
size cnemy cloment occoimpanicd the stand=off attack and there were 12, NVA
killeds The DAK SEANG-DAK PEK CIDG Camps contimied to reccive standsoff ettacks
until the ond of April. Orcund attacks have not been conducted since the 12¢h
of April on the caups.

Province were tho intordiction cf lincs of commrvication and disruption of ile
G Pacification Programs Attacks by fire and sdndng were the primary mothods
cmployed by the cnemy to acccemplish their mission.

Tn the first ten days of February, the trocp overated to the north of AN KIE

in the DAK S(M and SONG CON RIVER areas. Extremsly thick vegetation and rough
terrain hampered cbservation efforts tut the troop was able teo find several
cnemy complexes and Infiltration routes. Scverzl contacts were made with squad
sizc clsmentss Ppom 12 February through the 15th, the Troop supported the 2Lth
STZ to the southwest of KINTUM. The troop made contact with an NVA compmy
killing 33 NVA in thce four day period., Secveral wortars, rifims, radios and
quantities of muitions were captured. The remainer of the month and early
March occupied the troop in support of the Lth Infrntry Division ground clements
operating in the mountains near the SUOI KN RIVER to the north of AN [HE.

(a) Obsorwoticns: Recently, a AHelG attack helicopter from an air
cavalry troop rescucd 2 two man crew cf a2 1i:ht ¢bservaticn helicopter (LOH)

"shct down by enemy firoe
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(b) Evealuation: Both of these helicopters were on a last light VR
when the LOH received fire. The LOH pilot managed to fly approximately 2 kilo-
meters before he was forced to land in an unsecured area. Because of impending
darkness, the pilot of the attack helicopter made the decision to rescue the
crew by having them sft on the two ammo bay doors. He salvoed his rockets,
landed, and completed the rescue, He experienced no control or CGC problems.

Although a rescue of this nature is somewhat hazadous, it can, nevertheless,
be done,

(c) Recommendations: Thar AH-1G helicopter pilots be made aware of
a rescue capability for 2 personnel. That 1 snap-on seat belt be placed in each
ammo bay of AH-1G helicopters. That commanders use attack helicopters only as
a last resort for rescue operations, keeping in mine such important parameters
as terrain, density altitude, and the enemy and friendly situatien.

(d) Command Action: The AH-1G will be used as a rescue ship only
as a last resort.

(5) Communications with long range patrols:

(a) Observation: 1t has been noted that all long range patrols in
an area of operations utilize the same frequency for radio communications

causing communication problems between aircraft and individual long range
patrols.

All these reams utilize one
frequency for all radio traffic. During periods when a troop is working closely
with a single team, communications are severly hampered because of traffic be-
tween other teams in the area.

missions.

(c) Recommendations: It was recommended that long range patrols
have an alternate radio frequemcy that could be utilized when working with airp-
craft, or that the patrols carry a second radio so that they can monitor their
primary and an alternate frequency.

(1) Observation: AG-1r pilots experienced difficulty estimating clear-
ance within AG-1G revetments at the Golf Course Helinort, AN KHE, RVN.

(2) Evaluation: The revetments provided for AH-1G's at the Golf Course
Heliport, are U-shaped revetments with one long side and two short sides.
This shape necessitates sideward hovering in orcer to place the aircraft into
the revetment. Once inslde the revetment, it is impussible to see the rear
wall of the revetment, thercfore, tail rotor clearance cannct be determine.
This situation caused pilots to park the aircraft extremely close to the front
wall of the revetment increasing the possibility of a blade strike,

(3) Recommendations: It was recommended that all U-shaped revetments
be marked with white paint giving the pilots reference lines to guide them in
parking aircraft,

(4) Command Action: Two guide lines were painted from top to bottom
on the long wall of the revetments. A pilot can line himself up on the line,
one for each landing direction, and thereby assure himself of equal clearance
on both ends of the aircraft, Lines have also heen painted down the center of
the two short walls so that the pilot can determine when he is centered in the
revetment. In addition, 4 inches around the top of all walls were painted
white to give pilots a better reference while parking the aircraft at night.
