~ Disousmion: "his unit arrived in .Vii on 24 September 1967,
‘e anit van immedistély irmersed in the phrsicel cstablishment of the
hecc¢querters, During this same period, all current directives of the
command had to be reviewed for policy, procedures, and responsibilities.,
'his materidl had to be assimilated before intelligent inquiries eould bde
plaged upon the host unit, the 68th Medical Group, Time for this review
was available in CUNUS following the Et) of the unit, .

Observations Had this unit been furnished complete sets
