FISCAL YEAR 1975

Department of Defense military prime contracts for research and
development, services, construction, and supplies and equipment awarded
to United States Contractors totaled $39, 501 million during Fiscal Year
1975, $5,144 million more than in Fiscal Year 1974. Increased awards
for Electronics and Communication Equipment, Petroleum, and Services
dominated by large contractors resulted in 68.7 percent of the U. S.
total being awarded to the 100 companies which together with their sub-
sidiaries received the largest dollar volume of military prime contracts
of $10, 000 or more.

The top 100 companies received $27.1 billion in defense prime contracts
during Fiscal Year 1975 or 68.7 percent of the $39. 5 billion total awarded
to all U. S. companies. In Fiscal Year 1974 the top 100 companies received
$24. 0 billion or 69.9 percent of the volume of awards placed with all U. S.
contractors. The table below shows that the first five companies received
19. 7 percent of the total received by all U. S. companies in Fiscal Year
1975, a slightly lower percentage than in Fiscal Year 1974. The largest
company in Fiscal Year 1975 received awards totalling $2, 080 million
compared with $1,853 million for the largest company in Fiscal Year
1974. To get on the list in Fiscal Year 1975 required $44 million in awards,
as opposed to $35 million in Fiscal Year 1974.

Of the 85 companies appearing on the list in both Fiscal Year 1974
and Fiscal Year 1975, 39 bettered their position, 42 are in a lower
position and 4 showed no change. Companies are considered as appearing
on the list in both years despite mergers, acquisitions, divestitures
and name changes if a major component of a newly constituted company
or the newly constituted company itself made the list as a component of a
company in the top 100 in the prior year.

The dollar volume of DoD prime contracts awarded to Grumman Corp.
increased by $656 million over Fiscal Year 1974, This was the largest
dollar change occuring and moved this company up in rank from twelfth
position in Fiscal Year 1974 to fifth place in Fiscal Year 1975. Other
companies with large dollar volume increases were: Lockheed Aircraft
Corp., Boeing Co., Hughes Aircraft Co., and United Technologies Corp.
Contract awards to Lockheed Aircraft Corp., which went from second
place to first place, increased by $616 million while each of the other




aforementioned companies increased by $485 million, 201 million, and
$195 million respectively.

In addition to Grumman Corp., other companies with major position
changes were: Guam Oil & Refining Co. which went from 78th place to
5lst; Sanders Associates, Inc. from 69th to 44th; Hercules, Inc. from
62nd to 4ist; Gulf Oil Corp. from 39th to 7lst; Lear Siegler, Inc. from
92nd to 82nd; Shell Oil Co. from 59th to 83rd; Avco Corp. from 37th to
60th; and F M C Corp. from 18th to 40th.

Other changes concerning companies on the Fiscal Year 1975 list
were: the acquisition by North American Philips Corp. of Magnavox Co.
and the name change for United Aircraft Corp., now United Technologies
Corp.

Although the contract work of many companies on the list include
more than one procurement category, each company has been assigned
in the following table to the procurement category that accounts for its
largest dollar volume of defense awards; For example, International
Telephone and Telegraph Corp. is a multi-industry company producing
electronic and communications equipment, and industrial and consumer
products. For this table it is assigned to "Electronics', the procurement
category accounting for its largest dollar volume of DoD contract awards.
On this basis "Aircraft" companies decreased by three from Fiscal Year
1974 to Fiscal Year 1975 while companies engaged in "Construction"
increased by three.

During Fiscal Year 1975, nine companies received prime contract
awards of $1 billion or more. Of the companies in this group, Grumman
Corp. showed the most significant change from last year moving up
from twelfth to fifth position. The nine companies and a brief description
of their work being performed for the DoD are as follows:

Lockheed Aircraft Corp., in second place last year, heads the list
this year with $2, 080 million, or 5.3 percent of the total. This was an
increase of $616 million from Fiscal Year 1974. Major contracts were for
the §-3 Viking aircraft, Trident and Poseidon missiles, submarine tenders,
and space vehicles.

Boeing Co., in sixth place last year moved to second position this
year as the volume of contracts awarded rose by $485 million. Total
awards received by this company during Fiscal Year 1975 amounted to
$1, 561 million or 4.0 percent of the total. Major contracts were for the
AWACS, Minuteman missile, B-52 Stratofortress, and the J9-C tanker
aircraft.

United Technologies Corp. (formerly United Aircraft Corp. ), in
fourth place last year, moved into third position with awards of $1, 407
million or 3.6 percent of the total, an increase of $195 million over
Fiscal Year 1974. Major contract awards were for the F-15 and F-111
aircraft engines.

McDonnell Douglas Corp., in third place last year, dropped to
fourth position although awards of $1, 398 million or 3.5 percent of the
total were $89 million higher than during Fiscal Year 1974. Major
aircraft contracts were for the F-4 Phantom, F-15 Eagle, and the A/TA-4
Skyhawk.

Grumman Corp., in twelfth place last year, moved to fifth place
during Fiscal Year 1975 receiving $1, 343 million or 3. 4 percent of the
total. The increase of $656 million was the largest dollar change during
Fiscal Year 1975. Major work was for ihe F-14 Tomcat, A/EA-6 Intruder,
and the E-2 Hawkeye aircraft.

General Dynamics Corp., in first place during Fiscal Year 1974,
dropped to sixth place this year with awards of $1,289 million or 3.2 percent
of the total compared with $1,853 million and 5. 4 percent last year. The
major work for this company was for the Trident submarine.




General Electric Co., in fifth place last year, moved to seventh
position, receiving awards of $1,264 million or 3.2% of the total, a $53
million increase from Fiscal Year 1974. Nuclear reactors and aircraft
engines were the major work for this company.

Litton Industries, Inc., dropped from seventh to eighth place with
awards of $1, 038 million or 2.6 percent of the total. Total awards during
Fiscal Year 1974 amounted to $926 million. Major awards were for nuclear
reactors and the DD-963 Class destroyer.

Hughes Aircraft Co., in eighth place last year moved into ninth place
during Fiscal Year 1975 receiving $1, 026 million or 2.6 percent of the
total compared with $825 million and 2. 4 percent last year. Major contract
awards were for guided missile control systems for the F-14 Tomcat, and
the Maverick, Phoenix, and Tow missiles.

NOTE: Included in the overall U. S. Total are DoD contracts for the
Civilian Health and Medical Program of the Uniformed Services
(CHAMPUS) which consist of insurance companies and non-profit
organizations. Although the volume of dollars representing
CHAMPUS contracts have been included in the total for all U. S.
companies, the contractors involved in this program have not
been selected for the top 100 list. At least two (Mutual of Omaha
Insurance Co. and California Physicians Service) would qualify
on the basis of total dollar volume

The data do not include that part of indefinite
quantity contracts that have not been translated into specific
orders on business firms, nor do they include purchase commit-
ments or pending cancellations that have not yet become mutually
binding agreements between the government and the company.

b/ The assignment of subsidiaries to parent companies is based on
stock ownership of 50% of more by the parent company, as indicated
by data published in standard industrial reference sources. The
company totals do not include contracts made by other U. S. Govern-
ment agencies and financed with Department of Defense funds, or
contracts awarded in foreign nations through their respective
governments.
