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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The General Design Memorandum (GDM) and Programmatic Environmental Impact
Statement for the Des Moines Recreational River and Greenbelt were
approved on August 1, 1988. The GDM includes a recommendation to
increase the Federal construction cost estimate, prepare Feature Design
Memoranda (FDM) for nine projects, and submit annual reports which will
include an update of the master plan.

The Advisory Committee has recommended that FDM's be prepared for 13
potentially cost-shared projects. These projects include park
developments, scenic overlooks, and a canoe access. Individual site
plans for each project are included in the 1989 Annual Program Management
Report (APMR).

The 1989 APMR includes a recommendation for the preparation of FDM's for
11 of the 13 projects. The Federal cost of the 11 projects is estimated
at $1,080,000, and the total cost is estimated at $2,160,000.

SECTION 1 - INTRODUCTION

AUTHORIZATION

The Des Moines Recreational River and Greenbelt (hereinafter referred to
as the Greenbelt) was authorized on August 15, 1985, by Public Law 99-88,
the 1985 Supplemental Appropriations Act. Additional Greenbelt
legislation is contained in Section 102 of Public Law 99-500, Fiscal Year
1987 Continuing Resolution Act, and Section 604 of Public Law 99-662, the
Water Resources Development Act of 1986.

Greenbelt legislation also is contained in 101 Stat. 1329-109, Energy and
Water Development Appropriations Act, 1988, Public Law 100-202, dated
December 23, 1989, as shown below:

The Secretary of the Army, acting through the Chief of
Engineers, is directed to continue with planning, design,
engineering and construction of the Des Moines Recreational
River and Greenbelt project in accordance with the General
Design Memorandum dated September 1987 and Public Law 99-591
using funds heretofore, herein, or hereafter appropriated.

REPORT PURPOSE

In accordance with the recommendation contained in the General Design
Memorandum (GDM) for the project, dated September 1987, the Corps of
Engineers will prepare Annual Program Management Reports (APMR). The
purpose of the reports will be to update the master plan and to recommend
projects for the preparation of Feature Design Memoranda (FDM). The
master plan for the Greenbelt is comprised of the master lists for (1)
potentially cost-shared, (2) 100-percent Federal, and (3) 100-percent
non-Federal projects as described in the GDM and as updated in the
APMR's. The Corps of Engineers only will consider recommending for the
preparation of FDM's those projects for which the local sponsors have
submitted Letters of Assurance (LOA).
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PROJECT LOCATION

The Des Moines Recreational River and Greenbelt is located along the Des
Moines, Boone, and Raccoon Rivers in Boone, Dallas, Jasper, Hamilton,
Mahaska, Marion, Polk, Warren, and Webster Counties, and includes the
city of Des Moines and a number of other communities. The project
encompasses Federal, State, county, and local park areas, including two
major Corps of Engineers reservoirs at Saylorville Lake and Lake Red
Rock, and private lands. The Greenbelt is shown on Figure 1.

BOUNDARY

The Greenbelt boundary was defined in Committee Print 99-53 of the
Committee on Public Works and Transportation of the House of
Representatives, dated September 1986, as referenced in Public Law 99-
662. Committee Print 99-53 references the map on file with the Rock
Island District Engineer which also describes the Greenbelt boundary.
The boundary encompasses an area of about 360,000 acres.

PROJECT PURPOSES

The project has five authorized purposes, as listed in Public Law 99-88:

(1) the construction, operation, and maintenance of recreational
facilities ... ;

(2) the construction, operation, and maintenance of ...
streambank stabilization structures;

(3) the operation and maintenance of all structures constructed
before the date of authorization of this project (other than any such
structure operated and maintained by any person under a permit or
agreement with the Secretary) within the area described in the Des Moines
Recreational River and Greenbelt Map and on file with the Committee on
Public Works and Transportation of the House of Representatives;

(4) such tree plantings, trails, vegetation, and wildlife protection
and development and other activities as will enhance the natural environ-
ment for recreational purposes; and

(5) the prohibition or limitation by the Secretary of the killing,
wounding, or capturing at any time of any wild bird or animal in such
areas as may be directed by the Secretary.

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LETTERS OF ASSURANCE

GENERAL DESIGN MEMORANDUM

In accordance with Public Law 99-88, the overall objective of the project
will be to provide central Iowa and the city of Des Moines with
environmental protection of scarce river bottom timberlands and to
greatly enhance opportunities for recreation. The primary objectives of
the Greenbelt study were outlined by the Assistant Secretary of the Army
(Civil Works) in a letter to Congressman Neal Smith of Iowa dated October
4, 1985. In accordance with the instructions, the Corps of Engineers
proceeded to execute the following instructions:

The General Design Memorandum will result in a comprehensive
plan and a plan for initial development, should it be
determined that the total cost of the comprehensive
plan exceed resource availability for the near term.
A division of responsibility between Federal and non-
Federal interests, together with priorities for
implementation as you envisioned during our September
25th meeting, also will be developed. In general, it is
the Corps' intention during preparation of the General
Design Memorandum to address issues as the following:

* Identification of boundaries for, and features of the

Recreation and Greenbelt area;

* Evaluation of benefits (outputs) and costs;

* Responsibility for operation, maintenance, and replacement;

* Concerns of State and local officials to be considered in

developing the plan to be implemented; and

* Assurances of local cooperation from local sponsors.

The General Design Memorandum was approved on August 1, 1988.

COST-SHARING

The law authorizing the Greenbelt requires cost-sharing under terms and
conditions acceptable to the Secretary of the Army (or under terms and
conditions provided for in subsequent legislation when enacted into law).
The Corps of Engineers is using the cost-sharing provisions of Public Law
99-662, the Water Resources Development Act of 1986, and as described in
the Assistant Secretary of the Army's letter, dated October 4, 1985, as
listed in table 3 and shown below:
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a. Recreation would be cost-shared 50-percent Federal and 50-percent
non-Federal, with local interests responsible for operation, maintenance,
and replacement.

b. Environmental enhancement projects will be cost-shared in accord-
ance with Section 906 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1986.
Cost-sharing percentages are based upon the national importance
of a project. If benefits accrue to a species of national importance,
the projecc will be at 100-percent Federal expense. Otherwise,
environmental enhancement projects will be cost-shared 75-percent Federal
and 25-percent non-Federal. Criteria for determining national importance
are as follows:

(1) Such enhancement provides benefits that are determined to
be national, including benefits to species that are identified by the
National Marine Fisheries Service as of national economic importance,
species that are subject to treaties or international convention to which
the United States is a party, and anadromous fish;

(2) Such enhancement is designed to benefit species that have
been listed as threatened or endangered by the Secretary of the Interior
under the terms of the Endangered Species Act, as amended (16 U.S.C.

1531, et seq.), or

(3) Such species are located on lands managed as a national
wildlife refuge.

c. Prevention of erosion to Federal lands would be at Federal
expense. Prevention of erosion to private lands would be 100-percent
non-Federal. Prevention of erosion to lands purchased as part of the
project would be based on the purpose for acquisition; for example,
prevention of erosion on lands bought for recreational purposes would be
cost-shared 50-percent Federal and 50-percent non-Federal, with local
interests responsible for operation, maintenance, and replacement.

LOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT

In accordance with the requirements of Public Laws 91-611 and 99-662, the
local sponsor and the Government will enter into a legally binding Local
Cooperation Agreement at the time of construction of a Greenbelt project.
Among other things, the Agreement will require that the local sponsor pay
a certain percentage of the total project costs (percentage depends on
type of project), provide all lands, easements, rights-of-way, and
relocations for the project, and operate, maintain, and replace the
project after completion at no cost to the Government.
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In order to be eligible for Federal participation, a local sponsor must
meet the following criteria:

a. Be a non-Federal governmental entity, with legal authority to
enter into a Local Cooperation Agreement;

b. Be financially capable of cost-sharing (percentage of costs
varies with type of project;

c. Have authority to acquire project lands and easements; and

d. Operate, maintain, and replace the project at no cost to the
Government.

REAL ESTATE REQUIREMENTS

The local sponsor will be required to obtain all rights-of-way needed for
the project and to make them available to the Government for construction
and, as necessary, to relocate or modify all utilities and other
facilities within the project boundaries. Rights-of-way may include
lands or easements for bicycle or hiking trails, park services, or
camping facilities, depending upon the type of project. Local sponsors
must comply with the requirements of Public Law 91-646 in land
acquisition and relocation assistance to those who may be displaced by
the project. The local sponsor will receive credit for the costs of
lands, easements, and rights-of-way against its share of the project
costs.

In accordance with the Greenbelt authorization, no land or interest
therein may be required by the United States to carry out such project
without the consent of the owner. Furthermore, nothing therein shall
constitute an additional restriction by the owner upon the use of the
land or any interest therein which is not owned by the United States.

ADVISORY COMMITTEE COORDINATION

ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETINGS

The Advisory Committee continued to hold regular meetings during 1988-89.
Meetings results are summarized below:

January 27, 1988 - Discussion of status of the history book, "Dragoon
Trail" won balloting for Scenic Road Route name, presentation on State
Trails Program, discussion of Large Animal Park, presentation on tree
planting and forestry practices, discussion of outdoor education,
announcement that Boone Waterworks Park boat ramp construction contract
was awarded.

April 15, 1988 - Status of cost-shared projects and letters of assurance,
scheduling of summer field trip and August public meetings.

June 3. 1988 - Schedule of cost-shared projects - fiscal year 1989
through fiscal year 1993, endorsement of the Scenic Road Route, and
formation of a cost-sharing subcommittee.

September 30. 1988 - Report on August public meetings, discussion of
alternatives for the road route name, construction schedule, and Annual
Program Management Report.

January 8. 1989 - Status of the Corps of Engineer's funding for fiscal
year 1988, approval of the logo, and status of the General Design
Memorandum.

April 28. 1989 - Discussed impending Lake Red Rock field trip, IPALCO
Jasper County site discussed as site for Large Animal Park, Forestry Plan
subcommittee formulated recommendation, a subcommittee was formed to
prepare Dragoon Trail brochure, 1988 APR formally changed to 1989 APMR.

August 1. 1989 - Introduction of Colonel John R. Brown, new Rock Island
District Engineer, distribution of history book (price set at $4.00),
discussion of status of Dragoon Trail sign design, presentation on the
benefits of planting prairie species in road ditches.
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October 13, 1989 - Presentation on peregrine falcons by Iowa Department
of Natural Resources non-game biologists, announced 1989 APMR approved by
Corps on October 2, 1989, recommendation that trail managers apply for
National Recreation trail status, formation of outdoor education
subcommittee, Dragoon Trail road sign unveiled and copyrighting
discussed, determined Red Rock Trails project must be cost-shared,
recommendation for 1990 APMR to include Raccoon River bike trail and Des
Moines Downtown Plaza, call for Greenbelt Boundary Modification.

ADVISORY COMMITTEE ACTIVITIES

The Advisory Committee maintains an active role in the Greenbelt project.
Regular meetings are scheduled on a quarterly basis to discuss current
problems and topics of interest. Activities include field trips, special
subcommittee work groups, and public meetings.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT

PUBLIC MEETINGS

The Advisory Committee hosts periodic public meetings within the corridor
to gather input from interested constituents. Public meetings held this
year are listed below:

PUBLIC REVIEW COMMENTS AND RESPONSES

Individual comments were received during the August 1988 public meetings.
The comments involve a wide range of activities occuring within the
Greenbelt corridor. Pertinent comments and responses are listed as
follows:

Oral Comments

1. COMMENT: The Sycamore Access boat ramp is a mess. The rocks
and stumps need to be removed or people will wreck their boats.

RESPONSE: The operation and maintenance ot the Sycamore Access
boat ramp is the responsibility of the Iowa Department of Natural
Resources. The matter has been brought to their attention.

2. COMMENT: Should we change our city zoning in areas adjacent to
the Greenbelt in order to be compatible with wildlife concerns?

RESPONSE: Zoning on non-Federal lands is not the responsibility
of the Corps of Engineers. The matter has been brought to the attention
of the Advisory Committee.

3. COMMENT: Why is the (city of Des Moines) Euclid Avenue (bike
trail) Rest Area closed to the public?

RESPONSE: The Euclid Avenue Rest Area is operated and
maintained by the city of Des Moines. The city does not have an access
road to the site at the present time. The matter has been brought to the
attention of the city of Des Moines.

4. COMMENT: If proper soil conservation had been practiced in the
states of Iowa and Minnesota, there would never have been a need for the
Red Rock dam.

RESPONSE: Noted.

5. COMMENT: We object to the city of Des Moines applying sludge in

the floodplain in the upper end of Lake Red Rock. It will pollute the
area and the lake, and who really knows what is in the sludge.

RESPONSE: Noted. The matter has been brought to the attention

of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, the Iowa Department of
Natural Resources, and the city of Des Moines.

6. COMMENT: The government should not acquire any lands in the
Greenbelt. They should work with the landowners and acquire easements
instead of fee title.

RESPONSE: Noted. In some cases, easements may be used instead

of acquiring fee title. No lands have been acquired under the Greenbelt
authority to date.

7. COMMENT: What provisions will be made to fight forest fires in
the Greenbelt?

RESPONSE: The Iowa Department of Natural Resources - Forestry
W Division works with local fire departments in regards to forest fires.
Forest fires have not been a common occurrence in the Greenbelt corridor.

8. COMMENT: More effort should be put on protection of land, such
as people dumping their garbarge in the ravines.

RESPONSE: Noted.

9. COMMENT: There is a great deal of interest in extending the
Greenbelt down to the mouth of the Des Moines River.

RESPONSE: Noted. The expansion of the Greenbelt boundary to
the mouth of the Des Moines River would require specific congressional
action.

10. COMMENT: There is a need for a golf course in the Pella-
Knoxville area.

RESPONSE: Noted. Golf courses are not eligible for Greenbelt
cost-sharing under our current policy.

11. COMMENT: We support the trail from Pella to the Corps' Howell
Station Campground - the Volksweg.

RESPONSE: Noted. The trail is included in the approved General
Design Memorandum for the project.

12. COMMENT: There should be handicapped-accessible fishing ramps
below the Red Rock dam.

RESPONSE: Noted. Handicapped-accessible fishing ramps below
the Red Rock dam are included in the approved General Design Memorandum
for the project.

13. COMMENT: We support the trail at Lake Red Rock-North Shore.

RESPONSE: Noted.

14. COMMENT: Are there going to be any horse trails at Lake Red
Rock?

RESPONSE: There are presently horse trails at Elk Rock State
Park (South) at Lake Red Rock.

15. COMMENT: Are there any plans to put a culvert across Camp Creek

at Lake Red Rock?

RESPONSE: We are not aware of any plans to put a culvert across

Camp Creek at Lake Red Rock.

16. COMMENT: Streambanks are eroding worse now that we have the Red
Rock dam.

RESPONSE: Noted.

Two letters of comment were received from the Iowa Wildlife Society and
the Iowa Department of Natural Resources (see Appendix B - Pertinent
Correspondence).

Iowa Wildlife Society

1. COMMENT: The Iowa Chapter of the Wildlife Society opposes
highly developed public-use facility proposals (of the Greenbelt) located
within the Boone Forks Wildlife Management Area.

RESPONSE: Noted.

2. COMMENT: The Iowa TWS chapter strongly concurs with the
elimination of recreation project number 107.1 (Boone Forks Outpost
Development Area) and several proposed overlook projects from further
study and consideration as a cost-shared project.

RESPONSE: Noted. The matter has been bought to the attention
of the Advisory Committee and the potential local sponsors.

3. COMMENT: The Iowa TWS chapter strongly supports the environment
enhancement project number 101.1 (Boone Forks Wildlife Management Area -
land acquisition).

RESPONSE: Noted.

Iowa Department of Natural Resources

1. COMMENT: I have reviewed all projects in the Des Moines
Recreational River and Greenbelt General Design Memorandum for which the
Iowa DNR is designated as the local sponsor. My comments are listed
below and I request they be incorporated in the F.Y. 89 Annual Report.

They also should be presented at the next Advisory Committee meeting for
the members' information.

0
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RESPONSE: IDNR comments are addressed in the follnwi"ng points,
and the letter was discussed at the January 27, 1989, Advisory Committee
meeting.

2. COMMENT: Project 104.1, Bever Bridge Canoe Access - Hamilton
County should also be listed as a local sponsor. While the project is
eligible for cost-sharing, we will likely accomplish it with 100% state
and/or local funds since it is relatively small and inexpensive.

RESPONSE: We also have listed Hamilton County as a second local
sponsor for the project.

3. COMMENT: Project 105.2, Upper River Gateway - We propose to
down-scale this project by deleting the campground since Dollivar State
Park camping is nearby.

RESPONSE: We have deleted the campground from the plan
contained in the GDM.

4. COMMENT: Project 109.1, Don Williams County Park Expansion -
The local sponsor should be Boone County, and not DNR.

RESPONSE: Boone County is now listed as the local sponsor.

5. COMMENT: Project 112.2, Brushy Creek Confluence Staging Area -
delete.

RESPONSE: This project has been deleted from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.

6. COMMENT: Project 202.1, Big Creek State Park Improvements - We
have two additions to this project: (1) resurface bicycle trail; and (2)
develop a small, off-season campground.

RESPONSE: These projects will be included in the 1989 APMR.

7. COMMENT: Project 206.1, Upper Saylorville Rest Area - delete.
We received a 50% cost-share grant from the U.S. Coast Guard for the
access road, parking lot, and boat ramp.

RESPONSE: We have deleted the project from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.
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8. COMMENT: Project 401.1, Elk Rock State Park Improvements
delete.

RESPONSE: We have deleted the project from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.

9. COMMENT: Project 402.1, Red Rock 340-Acre Park - Remove DNR
sponsorship and replace with Corps of Engineers, 100% Federal.

RESPONSE: We have deleted this project from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects. The project is not eligible for 100-
percent Corps of Engineers sponsorship in accordance with current policy.

10. COMMENT: Project 403.1, Marion County Park Improvements -
Change local sponsor to Marion County.

RESPONSE: We have changed the local sponsor to Marion County.

11. COMMENT: Project 802.1, Greenbelt Multi-Purpose Trail - Change
local sponsor to multiple.

RESPONSE: We have changed th local sponsorship to multiple.

12. COMMENT: Project 803.1, Des Moines River Fishing Piers -
delete.

RESPONSE: We have deleted the project from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.

13. COMMENT: Project 803.6, Red Rock Fishing Piers - Remove DNR
sponsorship and replace with Corps of Engineers, 100% federal.

RESPONSE: The project has been deleted from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects and has been placed on the master list
of 100-percent Federal projects.

14. COMMENT: Project 805.5, Bird Watching Stations - delete. They
can be included as facility developments associated with other projects
such as multi-purpose trails and scenic road route.

RESPONSE: We have deleted the project from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.

15. COMMENT: Project 104, Boone River Protected Water Area - add to
list of DNR sponsorship.

RESPONSE: The project will be added in the 1990 APMR.

16. COMMENT: Project 207.1, Saylorville Refuge Expansion - delete.

RESPONSE: This project has been deleted from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.

17. COMMENT: Project 801.4, Conservation Easements - change local
sponsor to multiple.

RESPONSE: We have changed the sponsorship to multiple. Note:
the project is now No. 808.

18. COMMENT: Project 804, Tree Plantings - add to list as multiple
sponsorship. The reforestation projects (804.3 - 804.7) and Tree Belt
Below Lake Red Rock can be incorporated into this new listing.

RESPONSE: This will be included in the 1989 APMR.

19. COMMENT: Project 804.14, Tree Belt Below Lake Red Rock - Remove
DNR sponsorship and replace with Corps of Engineers, 100% federal.

RESPONSE: This project has been deleted from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects. The tree belt is not eligible for 100-
percent Federal sponsorship in accordance with current policy..

20. COMMFNr: Project 112.1, Brushy Creek Stabilization - delete.

RESPONSE: The project has been removed from the master list of
potentially cost-shared projects.

21. COMMENT: Project 801.5, Deception Hollow Bank Stabilization -
change to Webster County sponsorship.

RESPONSE: We have changed the local sponsor to Webster County.

22. COMMENT: Page 149, Table 33 - Delete turkey project.

RESPONSE: This project has been deleted from the listing in the
GDM.
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23. COMMENT: The following comments are on projects for future
study listed in table 12 that was included in the handout for the
September 30, 1988, Advisory Committee meeting.

RESPONSE: Noted.

24. COMMENT: Project 103.2, Ledges Small Animal Park - change the
name "park" to 'display.*

RESPONSE: This will be accomplished in the 1990 APMR.

25. COMMENT: Project 107.2, Boone Forks Outpost - We expect
Hamilton County to take the lead on this project. The proposal will need
to be closely coordinated with us if it affects DNR land.

RESPONSE: Noted.

26. COMMENT: Project 210.1, Pond Development - This project is not
ready for advancement in F.Y. 89, but it should remain on the master
list. Change local sponsor to multiple.

RESPONSE: Noted.

27. COMMENT: Project 407.1, Red Rock Marina Breakwater - DNR is not
interested in sponsoring this project.

RESPONSE: Noted. The project has been removed from the master
plan.

28. COMMENT: Project 409.1, Camp Township Fishing Ponds - This
project was originally proposed by Polk County. It should be
incorporated into project 210.1, Pond Development.

RESPONSE: Noted. Also see response to comment No. 26, above.

29. COMMENT: Project 801.4, Conservation Easements - This project
is not ready for advancement in F.Y. 89, but it should remain on the
master list. Change local sponsor to multiple.

RESPONSE: Noted. Also see response to comment No. 17, above.
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30. COMMENT: Projects 805.2, 805.3, and 805.5, Bald Eagle Platforms
and Heron Nest Structures - These pru;ects are not ready for advancement
in F.Y. 89, but they should remain on the master list. We want to
further monitor existing structures before recommending locations for
more of them.

RESPONSE: Noted.

31. COMMENT: Project 805.5, Bird Watching Stations - see previous
comment.

RESPONSE: Noted. Also see response to No. 14, above.

32. COMMENT: Project 807.1, Land acquisition - Change local sponsor
to multiple. The DNR currencly has some property it wishes to purchase
under this project in conjunction with project # 101.1, Boone Forks
Wildlife Management Area. We have the 25% cost-sharing currently
available aad recommend advancement of this project if DNR attains title
to the property.

RESPONSE: Noted.. We have changed the local sponsor to
multiple.

33. COMMENT: Large Animal Park - DNR has scheduled and announced
the first meeting of the subcommittee at the September 30, 1988, Advisory
Committee meeting.

RESPONSE: Noted.

34. COMMENT: Tree Plantings - This project should be listed as
multiple.

RESPONSE: Noted. Also see response to comment No. 18, above.

UPDATE OF THE MASTER PLAN

One of the purposes of the APMR is to provide a yearly update of the
Greenbelt master plan contained in the GDM. In coordination with the
Advisory Committee, the Corps of Engineers will administer the periodic
updates of the master lists of potentially cost-shared, 100-percent
Federal, and 100-percent non-Federal projects.
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REVISIONS OF EXISTING PROJECTS

An update of the Greenbelt multi-purpose trail is found in Appendix A -

Updated Information That Was Presented in the GDM. The project involves
the construction of a multi-purpose trail along the entire Greenbelt
corridor. Appendix A contains updated versions of tables D-2, D-14, D-
15, and D-16 from the Trail Plans appendix in the GDM. Specific real
estate requirements will be identified in the future as individual
segments proceed to the preparation of FDM's. Administrative changes
were made to several project numbers and titles. In general, changes
were made in order to clarify project elements or sponsorship (see table

4).

MASTER PLANNING PROCESS

The Corps of Engineers, consistent with budgetary constraints, will
manage a continuing program for the overall administration of the
Greenbelt project. This will include additional planning, engineering,
design, and construction of projects within the Greenbelt in con-
sideration of recommendations of the Advisory Committee. Included will
be periodic updates of the master lists of potentially cost-shared, 100-
percent Federal, and 100-percent non-Federal projects and the preparation
of Feature Design Memoranda. Approved projects would proceed to the
execution of local cooperation agreements and construction. General
administration will involve coordination with the Advisory Committee and
execution of the project purposes as listed in Public Law 99-88.
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The master lists of potentially cost-shared, 100-percent Federal, and
100-percent non-Federal projects are found in tables 14, 15, and 16. An
overall summary list of projects, with site plan references, is found in
Appendix E - Summary List of Greenbelt Projects.

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SECTION 4 - SUMMARY S
The Advisory Committee recommended, at their September 30, 1988, meeting,
that Feature Design Memoranda be prepared for 13 additional projects as
part of the Des Moines Recreational River and Greenbelt. Following
approval of their individual Feature Design Memoranda, the projects would
be processed for the execution of Local Cooperation Agreements and
construction on a cost-shared basis between the Federal Government and
the local sponsors. The projects are described as follows:

1. Bellville Overlook - This project involves the construction of a
scenic overlook along the Boone River in Hamilton Coulnty. The Federal
cost of the project is estimated at $17,300 and the total cost is
estimated at $34,600.

2. Bever Bridge Canoe Access - This project involves the acquisition of
5 acres of land and the construction of a parking lot and canoe access in
Hamilton County on the Boone River. The Federal cost of the project is
estimated at $11,300, and the total cost of the project is estimated at
$22,600.

3. Boone Forks Overlook - This project involves the construction of a
scenic overlook along the Boone River in Hamilton County. Improvements
would include a day-use area. The Federal cost of the project is
estimated at $13,900, and the total cost is estimated at $27,800.

4. Bridge Maintenance - This project involves maintenance and repairs
for two county bridges in Hamilton County. The project will not be
recommended for the preparation of a Feature Design Memorandum because it
is not eligible for Federal cost-sharing under the Greenbelt authority.

5. Carlson County Recreation Area Improvements - This project involves
the construction of a 12-unit campground and streambank stabilization on
the Des Moines River in Webster County. The Federal cost of the project
is estimated at $44,200, and the total cost of the project is estimated
at $88,400.

6. Dayton Mounds - This project involves the acquisition of a 35-acre
site to provide access to prehistoric conical and linear Indian burial
mounds near Dayton in Webster County. Improvements would include a
parking lot and unpaved trail. The Federal cost of the project is
estimated at $30,800, and the total project cost is estimated at $61,600.

7. Elk Rock State Park Improvements (Observation Tower) - This project
involves the conversion of an abandoned water tower into an observation
tower. The project will not be recommended for the preparation of a
Feature Design Memorandum because it is not supported by the local
sponsor.

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8. Greenbelt Multi-Purpose Trail (Johnston Trails) - This project
involves the construction-of approximately 28,000 feet of paved trails
and two bridges in the city of Johnston. The Federal cost of the project
is estimated at $733,000, and the total cost of the project is estimated
at $1,470,000.

9. Greenbelt Multi-Purpose Trail (Little Dam Access) - This project
involves the construction of a trail head and access point near the
little dam in Fort Dodge., The Federal cost of the project is estimated
at $42,200, and the total cost of the project is estimated at $84,400.

10. Greenbelt Multi-Purpose Trail (Pella Spur) - This project involves
the construction of approximately 6,000 feet of paved trail in the area
below the Lake Red Rock dam. The Federal cost of the project is
estimated at $76,300, and the total cost of the project is estimated at
$153,000.

11. Reveiz Overlook - This project involves the construction of a scenic
overlook along the Boone River in Hamilton County. Improvements would
include a day-use area and a 4-acre prairie restoration. The Federal
cost of the project is estimated at $56,500, and the total project cost
is estimated at $113,000.

12. Stringtown Overlook - This project involves the construction of a
scenic overlook along the Boone River in Hamilton County. The Federal
cost of the project is estimated at $18,400, and the total cost is
estimated at $36,800.

The Federal cost of the 11 elements (identified for the preparation of
Feature Design Memoranda) is estimated at $1,080,000. The total cost of
the 11 elements is estimated at $2,160,000.

The purpose of this letter is to provide assurance that the City of
Stratford is aware of the necessary local cooperation which will be required
for the Des Moines .Recreational River and Greenbelt Iowa projects in which
the City may act as a local sponsor. The City of Stratford is willing to meet
those requirements for projects developed and recommended by the Advisory
Committee and which the governing body of Stratford approves as a joint developed
federal/local project.

It is understood that federally assisted elements of the Greenbelt Project
must be in compliance with the federal law and criteria governing the develop-
ment of this project for the authorized purposes of recreational development,
environmental enhancement and stream bank stabilization. It is further under-
stood that this letter of assurance does not constitute a legally binding com-
mittment on the part of the City of Stratford, and that a formal local coopera-
tion agreement will not be required until the time of construction and in
accordance with the criteria governing local cooperation at the time.

It is understood that the criteria governing local cooperation at this
time for the project purposes would in general require the local sponsor to pay
or contribute in kind the percent specified for each project purpose of the
initial capitol cost of the project development, with the value of any lands
or facilities furnished by the sponsor to be credited toward its share, hold
and save the government harmless from damages except those resulting from fault
or negligence of the government, operate, maintain and replace the developed
lands and facilities at no cost to the government, and comply with certain
federal laws concerning land acquisition, relocation assistance, and civil
rights.

The law authorizing this project, Public Law 99-88 requires project cost
sharing under the terms acceptable to the Secretary of the Army, when enacted
Into law. It Is understood that at this time the Corp of Engineers Is using
the cost sharing provisions of pending Senate Bill 5.1567 In proceeding with
projects under Public Law 99-88, including the Des Moines Recreation River
and Greenbelt Project. In accordance with S.1567 cost sharing would be as
follows:

A. Recreation would be cost shared 50% with local interest responsible

for operation and maintenance.

B. Fish and wildlife enhancement will be a federal cost when the
enhancement provides benefits that are determined to be national,
Including benefits to species that are identified by the National
Marine Fisheries Service to be of a national economic Importance,
species that are subject to treaties or international convention
to which the United States if a party, anadromous fish, or when such
enhancement Is designed to benefit species that have been listed as
threatened or endangered by the Secretary of the Interior under the
terms of the Endangered Species Act as amended. When benefits of
enhancements do not qualify as national but are multi-state, 25Z
of the enhancement costs will be provided by non-federal interests.
When the benefits are limited to a single State, non-federal
interests will be required to contribute 33 1/3%.

C. Prevention of erosion to federal lands would be at federal expense.
Prevention of erosion to private lands would be 100% non-federal.
Prevention of erosion to lands purchased as part of the project
will be based on the purpose of acquisition; for example, pre-
vention of erosion of land bought for recreational purposes would
be 50% with local interest responsible for operation and maintenance.

I The Polk County Conservation Board has reviewed the sample

Local Cooperation Agreement covering Jester Park Campground

Improvements at Jester Park, Granger, Iowa. The Agreement

includes the following obligations to be carried out by the Polk

County Conservation Board.

a. Provide, without cost to the Government, during the

period of construction, all lands, easements, rights-of-way, and

dredged material disposal areas, and perform all relocations and

alteration of buildings, utilities, highways, railroads, bridges

(except railroad bridges), sewers, and related and special

facilities determined by the Government to be necessary for

construction of the project.

b. If the value of the items in a. above is less than 50

percent of total project costs, the Polk County Conservation

Board shall, during the period of construction, make such addi-

tional cash payments as are necessary to bring its total contri-

bution in cash and value of lands, easements, rights-of-way, and

utility and facility alterations and relocations, to an amount

equal to 50 percent of total project costs.

c. Hold and save the Government free from all damages

arising from the construction, operation, and mainte'nance of the

project, except for damages due to the fault or negligence of the

Government or its contractors.
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e. Operate, maintain, replace, and rehabilitate the project

or functional element thereof upon completion in accordance with

regulations or directions prescribed by the Government.

f. Comply with the applicable provisions of the Uniform

Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act

of 1970, Public Law 91-646, approved January 2, 1971, in acquir-

ing lands, easements, and rights-of-way for construction and

subsequent operation and maintenance of the project, and inform

all affected persons of applicable benefits, policies, and

procedures in connection with said Act.

g. Comply with Section 601 of Title VI of the Civil Rights

Act of 1964 (Public Law 8B-352) and Department of Defense Direc-

tive 5500.11 issued pursuant thereto and published in Part 300

of Title 32, Code of Federal Regulations, as well as Army Regula-

tion 600-7, entitled "Non-Discrimination on the Basis of Handicap

and Programs and Activities Assisted or Conducted by the

Department of the Army."

h. Prior to construction, and in accordance with the

provisions of Section 221 of Public Law 91-611, the Polk County

Conservation Board will enter into a contract with the Government

whereby the Polk County Conservation Board will grant the Govern-

ment a right to enter, at reasonable times and in a reasonable

manner, upon land which the Polk County Conservation Board owns

or controls for access to the project for the purpose of inspec-

tion, and, if necessary, for the purpose of completing, operat-

ing, repairing, maintaining, replacing or rehabilitating the

project.

A PUBLIC STATEMENT CONCERNING DES MOINES RECREATIONAL RIVER AND GREENBELT
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES WITHIN THE PROJECT BOUNDARY OF THE BOONE FORKS
WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREA

The Iowa Chapter of The Wildlife Society (TWS), comprised chiefly of professional
wildlife managers and researchers, opposes highly developed public-use facility
proposals of the Des Moines Recreational River and Greenbelt located within the
project boundary of the Boone Forks Wildlife Management Area (14,018 acres).
Indeed, the Iowa TWS Chapter considers proposals, such as retail theme parks.
local theme outposts,:and scenic overlooks, as conercializing, degrading, and
incompatible uses of the rich, natural resources in this region.

Acquisition and development of the Boone Forks Wildlife Management Area was
initiated by the Iowa Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) in 1979 with a
long-term goal of acquiring 14,018 acres. As outlined in the Environmental
Assessment and Program Narrative (IDNR Wildlife Bureau, 1980) and in the
transcripts of the IDhN Public Hearing (September, 1981) held in Stratford,
Iowa, the IDNR proposed to purchase 14,018 acres using State Wildlife Habitat
Stamp and Pittman-Robertson Federal Aid monies to be managed in a natural, primitive
condition as wildlife management area. The IDNR listed the primary management
objectives for the project as maximizing wildlife production and providing
compatible public recreational opportunities, such as hunting, fishing, trapping,
photography, nature study, backpacking, and canoeing. Facility developments
were to be extremely limited to a few, small gravel parking lots, boundary fences,
area regulation, boundary, and information signs, and selected river accesses.

Despite limited funds, the IDNR has steadily enlarged the Boone Forks Wildlife
Management Area to its current size of approximately 102 of the original goal.
The Iowa TWS Chapter applauds and supports this excellent effort by the IDNR.
Indeed, the IDNR has further underscored its wise commitment to maintain the
natural, undeveloped conditions of the Boone Forks WMA/Boone River Corridor by
successfully designating the Boone River as a Protected Waters Area.

Specifically, ;he Iowa TWS Chapter strongly concurs with the elimination of
Recreation Project # 107.1 ("Boone Forks Outpost Development Area") from further
Federal study and consideration as a cost-shared project. Further, the Chapter
recommends that the proposed "Overlook" projects (Ubben, Tunnel Mill, Soder, and
Boone Forks cited in Table 39 under "Future Studies") also be eliminated from
further Federal study and consideration as a cost-shared project. Finally, the
Iowa TWS Chapter strongly supports the Environmental Enhancement Project # 101.1
(Boone Forks Wildlife Management Area - land acquisition).

I have reviewed all projects in the Des Moines Recreational River and
Greenbelt General Design Memorandum for which the Iowa DNR is designated as
the local sponsor. My comments are listed below and I request they be in-
corporated in the F.Y. 89 Annual Report. They also should be presented at
the next Advisory Committee meeting for the members information.

Project 104.1, Bever Bridge Canoe Access - Hamilton County should also be
listed as a local sponsor. While the project is eligible for cost-sharing,
we will likely accomplish it with 100% state and/or local funds since it is
relatively small and inexpensive.

Project 105.2, Upper River Gateway - We propose to down-scale this project
by deleting the campground since Dolliver State Park camping is nearby.

Project 109.1, Don Williams County Park Expansion - The local sponsor
should be Boone County, and not DNR.

Project 112.2, Brushy Creek Confluence Staging Area - delete.

Project 202.1, Big Creek State Park Improvements - We have two additions to
this project: (1)resurface bicycle trail; and (2) develop a small, off-
season campground. Contact Mike Carrier of my staff for more information
(phone: 281-5207).

Project 206.1, Upper Saylorville Rest Area - delete. We received a 50%
cost-share grant from the U.S. Coast Guard for the access road, parking
lot, and boat ramp.
