	An information superiority-enabled concept of operations that generates increased combat power by networking sensors, decision makers, and shooters to achieve shared awareness, increased speed of command, higher tempo of operations, greater lethality, increased survivability, and a degree of self-synchronization.  In essence, NCW translates information superiority into combat power by effectively linking knowledgeable entities in the battlespace.

NCW is based on adopting a new way of thinking—network-centric thinking—and applying it to military operations. NCW focuses on the combat power that can be generated from the effective linking or networking of the warfighting enterprise. It is characterized by the ability of geographically dispersed forces (consisting of entities) to create a high level of shared battlespace awareness that can be exploited via self-synchronization and other network-centric operations to achieve commanders’ intent.

Within a force, a networking of the attributes and capabilities of the three domains (physical, information, cognitive) to generate increased combat power.

Network Centric Warfare provides the theory for warfare in the Information Age. It is, as the NCW Report to Congress stated, “no less than the embodiment of an Information Age transformation of the DoD.”  The level of interoperability achieved and the characteristics of command and control processes will determine the extent that information is shared, as well as the nature and quality of the interactions that occur between and among force entities. Taken together, these capabilities and organizational characteristics will determine the effectiveness of the force, its agility, and the degree to which decisions, plans, actions, and entities are synchronized.
