Reverse Auctioning Defined

ulture

A process that allows government
contractors to bid against each other in a
real-time, on-line auction.

Used as a pricing technique during
discussions to drive down pricing.

Used in conjunction with the evaluation
factors stated elsewhere in the solicitation
(past performance, socioeconomic factors,

etc.).
