The Interagency Security Classification Appeals Panel (ISCAP)

and

DoD Office of Security Review ISCAP DoD Liaison Functions
The Interagency Security Classification Appeals Panel (ISCAP) established by Executive Order (EO) 12958 in 1995 and amended by EO 13292 in 2003, falls under the Information Security Oversight Office (ISOO), a component of the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA).   ISCAP provides the citizenry and users of the classification system with a forum for further review of previous classification decisions.  Policy and program guidance is received from the Assistant to the President for National Security Affairs.  The ISCAP includes the Chairman, appointed by the President, and members from DoD, National Security Council, Departments of State and Justice, Central Intelligence Agency, and NARA.
The Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence provides the Principal DoD ISCAP voting member.  The DoD Office of Security Review (OSR), appointed as the sole DoD ISCAP Liaison, acts as the DoD ISCAP voting member proxy in attending twice monthly ISCAP working group meetings at the National Archives to discuss appeals of previous DoD and non-DoD Mandatory Declassification Review (MDR) decisions.  Both positions are governed by ISOO Directive No. 1, effective October 14, 1995 (32 CFR Part 2001).  
The DoD ISCAP Liaison reviews proposed redactions using appropriate subject matter experts, constructs a proposed document release, and presents and defends proposed DoD redactions.  When all Liaisons agree on potential appeal decisions, the DoD liaison creates and forwards a “Fax Vote Position Paper” as a DoD voting member read-ahead document, and crafts a briefing book used in presenting recommended redactions.   After the DoD voting member’s signature, the fax ballot is transmitted to the ISCAP staff and original documents retained.
